Danville Science Center staff will lead two
Physical Science courses, " Electricity "
and "Light and Color," for graduate credit
through Averett University. Both three-credit
courses combine meaningful content learning
with hands-on experience. Course content is
aligned to support the Virginia Science
Standards of Learning.

Initiated through intensive summer sessions,
the learning continues throughout the school
year as teachers plan, implement and assess
exciting new activities and new approaches
to learning in their classrooms. 

This project is funded by a grant from the
Virginia Department of Education and is
supported by Averett University, the Institute
for Advanced Learning and Research and the
Danville Science Center. It is offered at no
cost to qualified partipants. 

COURSE SCHEDULE
Courses are open to teachers of grades K–5. 
Credit hours are recorded through Averett University.

ELECTRICITY
July 12–16; 9 a.m.–3 p.m.

Credits: 3
This course uses constructivist-based methods to create a deeper
and more sophisticated understanding of electricity, electric
charges and circuits. 

LIGHT AND COLOR
June 21–25; 9a.m.–3 p.m.
Danville Science Center
Credits: 3
This course uses a constructivist-based curriculum to create 
a deeper and more sophisticated understanding of light, color 
and the electromagnetic spectrum.

REQUIREMENTS:
Participants must be able to attend all 5 days of any sessions for which
they register.
During the 2010–2011 school year, participants must commit to:
• attend one Saturday meeting during the school year to share 

lessons with the full class;
• observe at least one of their teammates’ classroom lessons; and 
• be observed at least once by one of their teammates. 

Courses are limited to 25 participants and a priority will be given 
to those K-5 teachers from the partnering school systems (Danville and
Martinsville cities, Campbell, Charolotte, Halifax, Henry and Pittsylvania
counties) and to participants that can attend both courses. Others
may apply.
